In Literacy students will:


Learn about the features of non-fiction writing.


Read good examples of non-fiction writing.


Learn about the features of recounts, and instructions and explanations.


Continue to take part in Big Writing, Big Talk and Talk Thursday where they will develop their skills and enthusiasm for writing and communication.





In Creativity students will:


Learn and demonstrate their understanding of well-known artists and their style 


Learn about different musical styles and create their own 


Create pieces of mixed art IE mixing mosaic work with self -portraits, collages, etc.








In Numeracy students will:


Identify multiples and find factors


Compare and place fractions on a line; find equivalent fractions and reduce them to their simplest form. 


Use mental strategies to multiply and divide multiples of 10 and 100. 


Use a written method to multiply 3 digit and 4 digit numbers by 1 digit numbers and estimate answers; to divide 3 digit numbers by 1 digit numbers using a written method. 


Use a protractor to measure and draw angles in degrees. 


Recognise angles as obtuse, acute and reflex. 


Recognise that angles in a line total 180 degrees and angles around a point total 360 degrees; to relate angles to turns and to recognise that 360 degrees is a complete turn. 


Identify and name parts of a circle including diameter, radius and circumference. 


Place numbers to 100 000 and decimals up to two places on a number line. 


Compare and order numbers with up to two decimal places.











In Expressive Arts students will:


Singing: Sing songs or voice parts with increasing control confidence and expression.


Playing instruments: Experimenting with classroom instruments - how to create sounds. Identify & respond to crotchets, quavers, minims, crotchet/minim/semibreve rests, dotted crotchets & syncopation.


Listening and appreciation: Further develop an understanding of musical elements; differentiate between steady beat and rhythm and awareness of metre.

In PE students will: 


Use various catching and throwing skills within a team 


Show good sportsmanship when playing team games 


Recall and apply the rules of the game to ensure that goals are scored fairly 


Score points past a defending team using catching and throwing skills, as well as team work 








In Science students will:


Identify the different parts of a flower


Create dissect view representations of a flower and explain the role of each of the parts 


Design and carry out a fair test to allow students to explain what a seed needs to germinate


Compare outcomes of a test to the predictions
