In PE students will:


Continue to discover and develop the skills needed to perform a range of games, including invasion games and net games. Alongside this they will continue to learn the rules and tactics needed to play the games successfully.


They will also discover more about their own fitness, how to measure and improve fitness levels and how to lead a healthy lifestyle. 














In Performing Arts students will:


Participate as a team member in preparation for a major performance.  


Identify basic principles of costuming and lighting. Recognise stage terminology e.g. back stage, font of house, stage right, stage left, up stage, down stage etc.


Learn how to compose creative dances for a musical to promote creativity and ownership. 














In Numeracy students will:


Solve multi-step addition and subtraction problems in less familiar contexts, deciding which operations and methods to use and why.


Divide numbers up to 4 digits by a two-digit whole number using the formal methods of short or long division, and interpret remainders as appropriate for the context as whole numbers, fractions or by rounding.


Recall and use equivalences between simple fractions, decimals and percentages, including different contexts.


Solve problems which require decimal answers to be rounded to specified degrees of accuracy.


Find unknown angles and lengths in triangles, quadrilaterals, and regular polygons.











In Science students will:


Explore a number of ways of caring for the environment including how to keep water clean and the impact of recycling, reducing and reusing.


Explore how humans have positive and negative effects on the environment.


Learn what deforestation is and how it has a negative impact on the environment.  


Investigate the causes of air and water pollution.


Find out how acid rain occurs and its effect on the environment.


Make predictions using scientific knowledge and understanding.


Choose what evidence to collect to investigate a question, ensuring that the evidence is sufficient.
