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This term, we will begin with a focus on
comprehension of non-fiction texts and retrieving and
recording information. This will be linked to our Topic
‘Inventions that changed the World’. Children will have
an opportunity to share their learning by working
collaboratively to create presentations.

Moving on from this, we will be looking at the features
of persuasive writing and applying these to our own
writing. We will be exploring how to use facts to
support our opinions, rhetorical questions, and
persuasive vocabulary. During our topic, children will
be designing their own invention and will have the
chance to use their persuasive writing to create their
own ‘pitch’ for their invention.

@ Humanities and the Arts

Year 3 will be looking at the impact inventors have
made in our world and how their ideas and inventions
effect our daily lives. They will have a debate about

the best inventions and will be learning to give detailed
descriptions and explanations of their chosen
invention.

We will integrate our Design and Technology skills,
using past inventions to inspire new ideas and
evaluate our work in order to make adjustments and
improvements throughout the project.

H Mathematics

Our Mathematics learning this half term will involve
revisiting and revising British money and Dirhams
using the students' knowledge of addition and
subtraction to solve problems involving money.

We will look at converting time and working out the
length of time activities take. We will work towards
looking at planning our own theme park and use our
learning and understanding of area, perimeter and
money to help us with this investigation.

Y science

The Science focus this term will be on creating and
testing our own inventions. The children will have the
opportunity to think of an invention that they will
create and test.

They will need to think about materials they will use
for their invention and use their Science and Maths
skills to enhance the effectiveness of their invention.
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
