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In PE students will:


Practice the variety of team games and some athletics activities in preparation for Sports Day.


They will also be playing games which include:


Capture the Flag


Benchball


Danish Long Ball














In Expressive Arts students will:


Sing songs from different cultures to celebrate upcoming International days (perform with school community).


Arrange a song in 4-part harmony.


Identify Major/minor tonalities.


Listen to various Folk songs and analyse musical elements using appropriate vocabulary.








In Literacy students will:





Explore reports and journalistic writing, using Susanna Davidson's version of The Emperor's New Clothes, through the topic: clothes and shoes. 


Use role-play; read, discuss and write a range of reports.


Learn to use dialogue punctuation, direct/reported speech, active and passive voice.


Use The Tin Forest, Dinosaurs and all that Rubbish and Eco-Wolf to explore expanded noun phrases, apostrophes and modal verbs. 


Compare their informal language with formal texts. Children write a persuasive letter, short story and blurb and hold a debate.
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In Science students will:


Conduct scientific investigations.


Gather evidence from a variety of sources.


Be able to discriminate between evidence and opinion.


Use evidence to test scientific ideas.


Understand some of the effects of what they learn has on people’s lives.


Learn the major organs of the human body and their functions.


Learn why and how the functions of the major organs are essential. 


Learn to use scientific names for some major organs of body systems (heart, lungs, kidneys, stomach/intestines, brain).


Learn to distinguish between reversible and irreversible changes.


Learn how solids can be mixed and how it is often possible to then separate them again.

In History students will:


Know that the study of history is concerned with the past in relation to the present.


Know about the ideas, beliefs, attitudes and experiences of people in the past.


Enquire into historical issues and their effects on people’s lives.


Find out about aspects of the past from a range of sources 


Describe and identify reasons for and results of historical events, situations, and changes in the periods they have studied











In Numeracy students will:


Read, write, compare and order 7-digit numbers.


Solve number and practical problems that involve square and cube numbers, numbers up to 10 000 000 and rounding any whole number to a required degree of accuracy.


Multiply and divide by 10, 100 and 1000 giving answers up to 3 decimal places.


Use common multiples to express fractions in the same denomination.


Name and classify quadrilaterals according to their properties.


Illustrate and name parts of circles, including radius, diameter and circumference and know that the diameter is twice the radius.


Solve additions using appropriate mental strategies.


Subtract large numbers using column subtraction (6–7 digits).





In Art students will


Continue to develop their interest in art and design through creating artworks inspired by different artists. 


Explore a wild range of art medium and materials to create 2D and 3D artworks.
