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In Literacy students will:


Be reading ‘Short’ by Kevin Crossley-Holland.


Learn about the features of a short fiction story.


Learn how to use adverbials of place time and position in their writing.


Be reading about the life and career of William Shakespeare.


Be reading famous plays, such as ‘Romeo and Juliet’.





In Creativity students will:


Space explorers. Explore sphere sculptures by famous artist including Lee Jae Hyo, Dale Chihuly and Arnoldo Pomodoro. Decorative sphere inspired by space and planets. Produce a decorative sphere (3D) using Plaster of Paris. – use different materials and techniques to decorate.  





In IPC students will:


Learn about the migration of large groups of people.


Research and understand the different factors that lead to families and individuals emigrating.


Learn important key words such as ‘refugee’, ‘famine’ and ‘immigration’. 


Look at the current refugee crisis around the world.


Learn how ancient cultures and different religions spread throughout the world through the migration of people.

















In Expressive Arts students will:


Singing: Singing songs from different cultures to celebrate upcoming International days (perform with school community).


Movement: Use African legend to create and notate soundscapes to enhance mood.


Listening and appreciation: Identify how melodies are based on chord patterns. Distinguish and identify range of instruments from past times.   











Moving People





In Numeracy students will:


Revise mental and written addition and subtraction strategies.


Choose to use a mental strategy or written method to solve addition and subtraction. 


Choose to solve word problems involving multiplication and division questions including 2- and 3-digit by 1-digit and 2-digit by 2-digit using a mental or a written method.


Use mathematical reasoning to work out a function, identify the operation being used on numbers. 


Understand that addition and subtraction are inverse operations multiplication and division, use function machines.


Read, write and order numbers with up to 6 digits and understand the place value of each digit; place 6-digit numbers on a number line and find numbers between.








In PE students will: 


Understand the value to team efforts by playing in teams to score points through fitness games and obstacle courses;


Use a variety of skills to complete a course of fitness exercises; 


Complete an endurance exercise of running 400 m. 








In Science students will:


Identify different sources of light and differentiate if they are natural, man-made or a reflection;


Explain why we need light to see this


Understand that light travels in a straight line and will bounce off the object and meet our eye;


Question how shadows are made when the light is blocked.
