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In Literacy students will:


further develop their poetry skills by writing poems about common themes


write play scripts about common themes


write stories about problems and issues in the real world


learn how to better explain their views during discussions and in writing


develop the use of persuasive language during discussions and in writing





In Numeracy students will:


place 4 digit numbers on a landmarked line and round 4 digit numbers to the nearest 10, 100 and 1000


subtract multiples of 10 and 100 from 4 digit numbers 


use expanded written subtraction and begin to use compact written subtraction to subtract pairs of 3 digit numbers 


begin to learn the 7 times-table and learn tricky facts


use the vertical algorithm to multiply 3 digit numbers by 1 digit numbers 


find non-unit fractions of 2 digit numbers 


use equivalent fractions to simplify fractions 


recognize acute, right and obtuse angles and compare angles 


draw a line of given length and identify perpendicular and parallel lines 


revise the line symmetry in shapes and sort 2D shapes according to their properties, including the number of right angles �

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In Technology students will:


make and use labelled sketches and designs
