Transportation in Florida

All ground transportation will be
arranged by Nord Anglia Education,
including travel between the hotel
and Windermere Preparatory School
and to all evening activities.

Those schools arriving into Orlando
International Airport (MCO) will be
transported by coach to the Courtyard
Orlando Lake Buena Vista, and returns.

For schools in Florida, we will arrange
coach buses from your child’s school
to the hotel, and returns.

Upon arrival, your child will register at
the hotel in order to receive name badges,
tickets and passes to evening activities,
room keys and a packet with more
information on the event and schedule.
Times will be assigned to each school

for registration to avoid long waiting lines
and ensure a smooth check-in.
