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ENGLISH MATHEMATICS

TOPIC

INFORMATION & REMINDERS 


	English: After the break our writing focus will be poetry, we will look at descriptive poems and the style in which poems can be written. We will continue our work on adjectives and descriptive writing to give extra detail to the reader. We will continue to remind the children about the use of punctuation and how important this is in our writing.

The children will also participate in 3 phonics lessons throughout the week, with a focus on a specific sound or spelling strategies to help them both with their reading and spelling. In handwriting, the children will continue to practice their letter formation of both capital and lower case letters.  
	Maths: After the holiday the focus will be money, we will discuss different currency from around the world but when adding totals and working out change we will use British coins. 
1p, 2p, 5p, 10p, 20p, 50p 1 pound coin, 2 pound coin.

Children will look at the value of the coins and different ways of making totals. We will also discuss subtraction and how this can be used to give change.
