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In Technology students will:


Know about some of the applications of IPC in everyday life;


Be able to use ICT to present information; and


Be able to work with text, tables, images and sound.








In Literacy students will:


Write an informal letter,


Secure their knowledge of phonics used for decoding texts, 


Learn simple rhyming patterns in poems.


Explore stories in familiar settings,


Read stories with familiar settings;  and


Develop their understanding of setting, character and plot in a text.





In History students will:


Read stories about significant people in medical history who have lived and worked in a variety of cultures in the past;


Be able to use key words and phrases relating to the passing of time;


Understand that events and people’s actions have causes and effects on the health of a community; and


Be able to communicate their historical knowledge in a variety of ways.





In Science students will:


Learn that their scientific enquiry about health involves asking questions, collecting evidence through observation and measurement;


Practice formulating simple scientific questions;


Understand the basic conditions needed for living things to be healthy;


Recognise the similarities and differences between themselves and other people;


Know about the importance of exercise and healthy eating;


Explore the different senses; and


Know the names of the external body parts of their bodies when describing various health conditions.
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In Geography students will:


Know that children within the class and school have different home countries;


Know the names and approximate locations of the home countries of children within the class; and


Know about some of the similarities and differences between the lives of children in the different home countries and in the host country with regard to health and fitness.











In PE students will: 


Explore the uses of various equipment (Balls, Beanbags, Quoits etc.);


Develop their throwing and catching skills;


Enhance their agility, balance and coordination;


Improve their gross motor and equipment control; and


Increase their confidence and interactions with fellow classmates.











In Numeracy students will:


Explore place value in order to further enhance their understanding of double-digit numbers;


Develop a set of skills necessary to solve number and word problems;


Build on their understanding of 2D shapes; and


Begin to establish an array of easily recalled number sets.





In Creativity students will:


Develop their fine motor skills through cutting, drawing and painting;


Design a healthy lunchbox; and


Depict their personal goals through the use of different mediums.
