In PE students will:


Be continuing to discover and develop the skills needed to perform a range of games, including invasion games and net games. 


Continue to learn the rules and tactics needed to play successfully.


Discover more about their own fitness, how to measure and improve fitness levels and how to lead a healthy lifestyle. We hope this understanding will help them to make good choices about their lifestyle and encourage them to participate in regular exercise.





In Literacy students will:





Study new stories and poems.


Find features of fiction and non-fiction texts.


Plan their writing by talking and making notes.


Use paragraphs.


Create settings, characters and plots.


Use a beginning, middle and end in writing.


Check writing for spelling and punctuation mistakes.


Use a range of punctuation such as commas, question marks, and exclamation marks.


Continue to expand our vocabulary by using WOW words, powerful verbs and expanded noun phrases in our writing.





In Art students will:





Gain knowledge and understanding about famous artists that are known for depicting flowers and plants in their artwork.  


Be able to produce a pictures inspired by the theme “Flowers and Plants”. 


Be able to create pictures of different flowers and plants using different media and techniques.


Be able to produce artwork inspired by the theme “Chocolate”. 


Learn how to make 3D clay sweets.





In Science students will:





Learn to sort living and non-living things.


Explore the 7 characteristics of living things.


Learn to categorise living things using the 7 characteristics.


Justify whether something is living or non-living using the 7 characteristics. 


Gather information and create bar charts to display information.


Complete investigations using their knowledge of living things





In IPC students will:





Explore recent inventions (within the last 100 years) and how they have affected modern day life. 


Present learning to another year group in the form of a guided exhibition. 


Learn about ancient inventions and how many of these simple innovations we still used every day. 


Research into the history of writing and flight.


Design and make our own air gliders. 


Test our gliders, collecting data and comparing results.


Evaluate our design, taking test results into consideration.


In IT students will:


Complete surveys to gather data.


Learn to use Excel to collect data and create graphs.





In Numeracy students will:





Mentally add and subtract numbers including a three-digit number with ones, tens or hundreds.


Add and subtract numbers with up to three digits, using formal columnar methods of addition and subtraction.


Write and calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division using the multiplication tables that they know.


Recognise and show, using diagrams, equivalent fractions with small denominators.


Measure, compare, add and subtract: lengths (m/cm/mm); mass (kg/g); volume/capacity (l/ml).


Interpret and present data in bar charts, pictograms and tables.





In Performing Arts students will: 





Learn how to sing songs in Unison & as part songs. 


They will be able to:


Explore different rhythmic patterns and improvise using Orff instruments.


They will know:


How to identify basic principles of costuming and recognise stage terminology.
