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A very warm welcome to the Early Years Foundation
Stage at the British Vietnamese International School,
Ho Chi Minh City.

The purpose of this booklet is to provide you with
useful information about what to expect in the Early
Years Foundation Stage and what your child will need.

Our Foundation Stage consists of three year groups:
Foundation Stage 1 (F1), Foundation Stage 2 (F2) and
Foundation Stage 3 (F3), with age ranges from two to
five years old.

Our Foundation Stage classrooms are spacious with
stimulating learning areas planned to develop and
challenge children’s skills and experiences. All children
also have daily access to an indoor soft playroom, an
Early Learning Centre and a designated Early Years
outdoor area with different terrains, equipment and
resources. We have our own Early Years splash pool,
to which children have weekly access. Each class
has a native English speaking teacher as well as a
Vietnamese teacher, which allows the children to hear
and develop both a good standard of English and
their mother language. Each Foundation class is also
supported by teaching assistants.

The Early Years Foundation Stage Framework explains how
and what your child will be learning to support their healthy
development.

Your child will be learning skills, acquiring new knowledge and
demonstrating their understanding through seven Areas of
Learning and Development which are all interconnected.

Children should mostly develop the three prime areas first.
These are:

«  Personal, Social and Emotional Development
«  Communication and Language
«  Physical Development

The prime areas are those most essential for your child’s healthy
development and future learning.

As children grow, the prime areas will help them to develop skills
in four specific areas. These are:

+ Literacy

+  Mathematics

+  Understanding the World

+  Expressive Arts and Design

The specific areas include essential skills and knowledge for
children to learn and develop as successful members of society.

Teachers plan daily activities and experiences across all Areas
of Learning and Development, taking into account individual
children’s needs and interests.

We recognise that having a healthy and balanced diet helps
to develop and promote a healthy lifestyle and well-being
throughout your child’s life. With thisin mind, we provide a range
of healthy morning and afternoon snacks, as well as a balanced
lunch. Morning snack consists of a carbohydrate snack with fruit
and a drink, plus a fruit and drink afternoon snack such as yogurt
or milk. Children are encouraged to be independent at snack
and lunch times, but staff will help and support children to try
different foods. Snacks are served in the Early Years classrooms
and F3 children will eat their lunch in the main school Dining Hall,
as part of their transition activities to Year 1.

Children are encouraged to drink water throughout the day, so
your child will need to bring a water bottle to school each day,
which they can refill in school as and when needed.

Settling n

Starting school is one of the most important events in your child’s
life, as well as yours! With this in mind we strive to provide the
best possible start for your child in the Early Years at BVIS. One
of the ways in which we do this is through a staggered start in F1,
F2,and F3.
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A staggered start means that your child will start school by
attending for short periods of time. This will gradually increase
until they are attending full time. Each year group in the Early
Years has a different time table for the staggered start. This will
be sent to all families before the beginning of the academic year.
We also take into account that some children may need less, and
some, more time than others to settle in. Therefore our timetable
is flexible, in discussion with your child’s teachers.

A staggered start is considered to be good practice in the Early
Years and is widely used in the UK. It allows children to become
gradually familiar with new adults and new routines, practices
and environments. They will then become confident more
quickly, be able to separate from carers with less anxiety and
have time to build close relationships with the adults in the
class. It also ensures that the Early Years teachers can get to
know your child more quickly as an individual, both personally
and academically, allowing us to better plan for their needs. In
addition, it allows you opportunities early on to speak to staff,
express concerns, and ask questions.

Water safety and water confidence are an important part of
the Early Years curriculum and children very much enjoy their
sessions in the pool. These take place weekly and children
should bring swimming kit to school on the day of their session.
Generally speaking, if a child is fit to attend school, then they
are fit to join in with splash pool sessions; a medical note should
be brought otherwise. Towards the end of F3 children have
an opportunity to experience a session in the school’s indoor
swimming pool with a PE specialist teacher.

School starts at 08:30 each day and children in the Early Years
can be brought directly to the classroom at 08:25 For families
who need to drop their children off a little earlier, we provide an
adult-supervised session in the soft playroom from 08:00 to 08:25
each day. Please note that children should not be left in the soft
playroom or classrooms unless there is a teacher present. If your
child is late for any reason, they should be accompanied by an
adult to the office where they can collect a late slip which is then
taken to the class teacher. If your child is absent for any reason,
please let the school office know by 08:30

School ends at 15:05 each day. All Early Years children should be
collected by an adult from their Early Years classroom. Everyone
collecting a child must have the child’s swipe card. If someone
collecting the child has forgotten the card then parents, drivers,

nannies will be required to sign in as a visitor. Before leaving the
school, a note from the school office must be collected. A child
will not be allowed to go home with another parent unless the
school has been informed and authorised to do this in writing.
