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In Art students will:





Learn about shapes in art.


Looking at famous shape artist.


Produce different style pictures based on shape.











In Literacy students will:





Explore stories with repeating patterns, in order to develop speaking and listening skills through retelling.


Apply phonic knowledge to build descriptive phrases and sentences.
