» Revise reading digital and analogue time, using am,
pm and the 24 hour clock. Read and interpret simple
timetables.

+ Read and plot coordinates to create polygons.

« Practise our multiplication and division facts,
focusing on the 9 times tables.

This term we will study States Of Matter where the
students will:-
