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In IPC students will:


Understand how tourism affects a country.


Design a Tourist Guide for Qatar, recognising the information tourists need to know when they visit a country. 


Plan and design tourist adverts, holidays and brochures. 


Research the differences between myths and legends. 


Research myths and legends from their home country and host country. 


Learn about traditions in different countries that are based upon myths or legends. 


Design and make a mythical creature. 


Plan and write their own myth or legend. 


Identify myths and legends through music.


Perform their own piece of music based on a myth or legend they have read. 








In Art students will:


Gain knowledge and understanding about Aboringal art. Explore various aboriginal art paintings.  


Be able to produce aboriginal art inspired artwork. Learn how to draw various aboriginal art symbols, paint a picture in the same style as aboriginal art and create clay tile with aboriginal dot design.   





 





In Literacy students will:


Be reading ‘Diary of a Wimpy Kid’ by Jeff Kinney.


Learn about the features of a modern classic fictional text.


Learn how to develop a character through dialogue.


Learn how to use a semi colon in their writing.


Be learning how to use complex sentences in their writing.


Be learning how to write persuasively.


Study the features of advertisements and what makes them effective persuasive tools.


Be learning about the features of a non-chronological report and how to write their own report.


Learn how to use imagery when writing a poem.

In Expressive Arts students will:


Perform rhythmic and melodic patterns of increasing length on Orff and African instruments for musical production. 


Perform various choreographed dances of South African and Western influence.


Learn how to identify and compare African and European instrumentation using appropriate musical vocabulary.








In Numeracy students will:


Add money mentally, using rounding to help estimate. 


Calculate and give change. 


Solve 2 steps word problems, choosing an appropriate method. 


Multiply fractions, convert between improper and proper fractions. 


Read, write and compare decimals. 


Multiply and divide numbers by 10, 100 and 1000. 


Place decimals on a number line and round to the nearest tenth. 


Understand and use negative numbers in context. 


Mark co-ordinates in the first two quadrants. 


Draw regular and irregular 2d shapes. 


Create 3d shapes using nets made of 2d shapes. 


Identify factors and multiples. 


Convert percentages to decimals and fractions. 


Find the area and perimeter of shapes. 





In PE students will: 


Be continuing to discover and develop the skills needed to perform a range of games, including invasion games and net games. Alongside this they will continue to learn the rules and tactics needed to play the games successfully.


They will also discover more about their own fitness, how to measure and improve fitness levels and how to lead a healthy lifestyle. We hope this understanding will help them to make good choices about their lifestyle.





In Science students will:


Identify the life cycle of flowering plants.


Recognise how seeds are dispersed.


Label parts of the plant.


Identify the processes and conditions for Evaporation and Condensation.


Explain in terms of particles what processes can affect the states of matter.


Relate the processes of evaporation and condensation to real life events.
