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In Numeracy students will:


Add and subtract numbers with up to 4 digits, using the formal written methods of columnar addition and subtraction where appropriate





Recall multiplication and division facts for multiplication tables up to 12 × 12


Recognise and show, using diagrams, families of common equivalent fractions


Find the effect of dividing a one- or two-digit number by 10 and 100, identifying the value of the digits in the answer as ones, tenths and hundredths


Read, write and convert time between analogue and digital 12- and 24-hour clocks


Interpret and present discrete and continuous data using appropriate graphical methods, including bar charts and time graphs
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In Literacy students will:


Create and develop an awareness of the features of newspaper reports before writing their own


Develop speaking and listening skills while creating and delivering their own news reports


Be able to use progressively challenging grammar, spelling and punctuation through regular practice and assessment


Develop their confidence and ability when speaking in front of an audience - to peers and parent visitors in December’s ‘Parent Showcase’


Explore the features of Haiku and Limerick poems as well as poems from other countries and cultures











In Technology students will:


Build confidence when using computers to learn and communicate through ‘Global Campus’


Use a range of tools and resources across their learning, such as desk tops, calculators and video recording equipment
