This letter has been sent home to inform you about your child’s learning for next week. 

In Literacy, we will be focusing on Grammar objectives. We will be learning about relative clauses, modal verbs, and linking paragraphs using adverbials. We will then be using our Big Writing session to write a descriptive text using these new skills.
In Numeracy, we will be learning to add decimal numbers using column addition and solving decimal addition word problems.
In Science, we will be focusing on how producers are important in food chains. We will be looking at what producers (plants) need to survive and we will conduct our own investigation in class to see what plants need to produce food. We will also begin creating food chains for a woodland habitat.  
Our IPC we will be continuing with our model villages and cities. Following this, we will write about how we created our settlements, evaluate our teamwork skills and discuss what we have learnt during the process. We will also be looking at the design of the Qatari flag.
In ICT, we will be learning how various search engines work, and how they can find the most accurate information for us as users.
In PSHE, we will be learning about society and how to create the ‘perfect society’ using valued ideas and beliefs.
For Spellings, students will receive their spelling lists on Thursday and will be tested on the list the following Thursday. Students will have 11 words to learn during the course of the week.
