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TOPIC

INFORMATION & REMINDERS 


	English: When we get back from the holidays we will be continuing to use Charlie and the Chocolate Factory as a discussion point for our English lessons.  We will be also looking for suspense within the story and how characters may say things that they may not be thinking and feeling.  In our writing we will be focusing on using synonyms for words to make our writing more interesting.  We will be looking to use a range of connectives to combine our ideas and also looking at adding speech to our writing with the use of speech marks.
	Maths: After the holidays Year 4 will be recapping what we have learned in Addition and Subtraction.  We will begin working on the area of Multiplicative Reasoning.  This will involve earning Multiplication Tables up to 12 and being able to use these to solve mental calculations.  We will also be able to understand that multiplication and division are implicitly related and that the inverse operation can be used to check our answers.
	Other: • A reminder that P.E. activities will change after the break. 4A have now finished their block of swimming lessons and will begin football. 4B will begin their block of swimming and 4C will be playing basketball. Please make sure your child has the correct kit for their sport.
