In Numeracy students will:


Double and halve numbers to 100, including partitioning 2-digit numbers


Compare and find fractions of amounts using number lines and fraction strips


Know number bonds to 100 


Choose and use appropriate standard units to measure 


Read relevant scales to the nearest numbered unit


Measure, compare, add and subtract capacities or volumes using l/ml


Order and compare 3-digit numbers and say a number between two numbers


Round numbers up or down to the nearest 100 and 10


Subtract 2-digit from 2-digit numbers by counting up


Securely memorise multiplication and division facts


Learn to divide with remainders





In PE students will:
