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In Numeracy students will:





Count backwards into negative numbers.


Multiply and divide decimal numbers by 10 and 100.


Calculate area and perimeter of shapes.


Name and classify 2D shapes.


Identify regular and irregular 2D shapes.


Revise equivalent fractions.


Find fractions of amounts.


Recognise decimal and fraction equivalents.


Use coordinates to draw shapes. 


Work with co-ordinates and grid references.


Draw and interpret bar charts, pictograms and line graphs.�
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In Literacy students will:


Produce and reflect on different arguments for and against zoos. 


Compile persuasive arguments to try and convince people that zoos are either a good or bad concept.


Learn how to properly punctuate speech and improving their information and retrieval skills by completing a number of comprehensions based on zoos and the animals within them.


Study information texts, the language that is used in them and how to properly use some of the language and structure.


Develop speaking and listening skills through debates.

In PE students will: 


Continue to discover and develop the skills needed to perform a range of games, including invasion games and net games. 


Learn the rules and tactics needed to play the games successfully.


Discover more about their own fitness, how to measure and improve fitness levels and how to lead a healthy lifestyle. We hope this understanding will help them to make good choices about their lifestyle and encourage them to participate in regular exercise.








In Art students will: 


Gain knowledge and understanding about the famous artists Andy Warhol and Burton Morris. 


Learn how to produce paintings in the same style as the artists Andy Warhol and Burton Morris.


Continue to develop drawing and painting skills. 








In Science students will:


Investigate how sound travels from ‘sources’ through a range of different materials.


Explore the main parts of human ears and how humans recognise and interpret different sounds.


Develop the ability to plan, conduct and evaluate experiments.


Measure and record volumes using decibel meters.





In Performing Arts students will:


Learn how to play the recorder with an increasing control of sound (correct embouchure and blowing techniques) while learning notes F, E, D, C and D. 


Experiment with sound sources to identify how each orchestral family creates sound e.g. bottles of water being blown.


Compose an 8 bar melody on recorder using learned notes.
