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Dear Parents

Saturday School in Term 1 will start on Saturday 23* September 2017 and will continue until Saturday 9t
December 2017 (9 weeks, with interruptions on 215t October, 28" October during half-term break and 18%
November for the BIS International Festival).

Saturday School activities provide a great opportunity for your child to take part in an activity that falls outside
the realm of normal curriculum. Children can make choices from the list of activities in this brochure. They will
be asked for 3 preferences although they may only partake in one or two sessions. Not all activities are available
to all year groups, please check the descriptions carefully.

Application guidelines:

« All activities need to be selected online via CHQ. However, if your child is not a student at BIS Hanoi, please
contact Ms. Duong for assistance at duong.pham@bishanoi.com.

« You will be able to register your child for activities during the ‘sign-up period’, which will be from 5pm Tuesday
12t September 2017 until 5pm Tuesday 19t September 2017.

o After Tuesday 19t September 2017, students who sign up for an activity must commit to it for the whole
term. Children will not be allowed to swap activities.

« All choices will be allocated on a first come, first served basis.

« Parents can make payments to the school by bank transfer as soon as the child’s activity is confirmed.

«+ Activities have maximum and minimum numbers, which varies according to the activity.

« Once the maximum number of children has been reached, the activity will be ‘closed’.

« Children who sign up for activities that are oversubscribed will be placed on a waiting list.

« Activities may be cancelled if there are not enough children as required.

Paid Activities ( All Saturday School Activities )

Paid activities will be confirmed via email to those who have been allocated a place. CHQ has information about
each of the activities and all details can be found by expanding the blue information tab. In Term 1, by selecting
a paid activity and paying the associated fees, you are agreeing to the school’s liability waiver and agree to pay
the required fee. Payments need to be made after receiving confirmation letter otherwise the place will be
offered to the children who have been placed on a waiting list.

The payments are non-refundable.

All activities need to be selected on-line via CHQ. Please see the next page for instructions. You will be able to
see updates and changes to your approved activities through your online CHQ homepage. Please note your first
choice may not always be possible.

How to select your child’s activities:

Step 1: Click on My Profile tab.

Step 2: Expand My Current/Future Activities,

Step 3: Select View/Manage/Submit Activity Choices (Term 1 2017-2018 Saturday School).

Step 4: For each activity/paid activity add a different number e.g. Monday: Football add 1, Wednesday: Board
Games add 2 then 2, 4, 5 etc. to all other clubs you would like to participate in. The SAVE button will appear to
the right of the activity list, click SAVE.

Step 5: Once you’re happy with your choices you MUST press the SUBMIT button at the top of the page. You will
receive an automated email confirming your club preferences.

Step 6: To cancel a selection after submitting add a 0 to the desired box then save and submit.

Step 7: If you click onto My Schedule after Tuesday 19t September 2017 you should be able to see your activities
by scrolling through to Saturday 23 September 2017 (start of Term 1 activities) you will also receive an email of
the activities you have been accepted into and students can check display boards within school.

Once your selected activities have been approved you will be able to see them by clicking on the on My Profile
tab to the right of the Home tab on your page.

Parents please DO NOT place a number 1 in each activity box as this will make your child’s favourite activity
unclear and as a result your child may miss out on their favourite activity). Please remember to number all

choices from 1 (most important activity) to 5, 6 or 7 (or least favourite activity) regardless of the day.

Consider & discuss your choices with your child then click the Submit button. Clicking the Submit button will
send your child’s activity choices to school.

Please remember that you may choose as many activities as you wish that fit into your child’s schedule and all
activities are subject to a minimum and maximum limit.
