Our subjects in the Spotlight this week are... Business Studies, Global Citizenship, Leisure & Tourism and ASDAN!

Business Studies:

In Business Studies, Year 11 students are completing the last units of the course and are busy practising exam questions. A key focus this term has
been peer marking using the mark schemes to develop exam skills. In Year 10 students have been introduced to Business Activity (objectives, types
of organisations, international trade and globalisation). We have enjoyed debating the many topical issues these units lend themselves to. Year 10
will be completing their end of term assessment this week.

Global Citizenship:

In Global Citizenship, the Year 11 class have recently completed their penultimate IGCSE topic on 'How does technology effect communities?' This
unit focused on the ways in which technology has been used to support development in less economically developed countries, and how technology
plays a role in other global issues, like politics and climate change.

Leisure and Tourism:
