We use the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR)

These levels are used by organisations such as the IGCSE and IB to determine whether students will be successful.
The CEFR organises language proficiency into 7 levels: A0 (pre-Al), A1, A2, B1, B2, C1, C2.

The Regents EAL programme goal is for Primary students to reach B1 within 6 terms and for Secondary students to
reach B2 within 9 terms.
