Our subject in the Spotlight this week is... GEOGRAPHY

Year 7: In Year 7 students have been discussing the impacts of tourism on Thailand. This has included excellent group work on
how they could make tourism more sustainable.

Year 8: In Year 8 students have been discussing the impacts of people on the tropical rainforest and are about to start an
assessment determining how they think we should use this environment in future.
