Biology is a popular and well-established subject at St. Andrews and we are looking for an experienced and inspiring
teacher to join the Science team. Class sizes are small and the students are motivated and enthusiastic, enjoying a lively
approach to the subject through a wide range of teaching and learning techniques. The ideal candidate will convey
enthusiasm for the subject and contribute collaboratively in the continued development of the curriculum from Year 7
to Year 13.

August 2017 will be a very exciting time to join St Andrews, as we open our new 11-18 Campus, with the purpose-built
Biology, Chemistry and Physics laboratories being located, along with the Art and Technology rooms, in a beautiful
building with a glass-roofed atrium.

All students study Science throughout Key Stage 3, with schemes of work based on the English National Curriculum but
adapted to reflect both the international nature of our students and to better prepare them to study single Sciences at
both IGCSE and IB. At Key Stage 4, all students must study at least one Science, with many studying two or more, chosen
from Biology, Chemistry, Physics and Environmental Management. In Key Stage 5, all students must study at least one
Science as part of the IB Diploma Programme, with many students studying two chosen from Biology, Chemistry,
Computer Studies, Design Technology, Environmental Systems and Societies and Physics.

Biology and Environmental Management/Environmental Systems and Societies are popular subjects at both IGCSE and
at IB, and previous experience teaching these courses would be a significant advantage. We would, however, also
welcome applications from those newer to the teaching profession - St Andrews would be a great school to develop as
a professional early in your career.

At St Andrews, we pride ourselves on being an inclusive school, and have an excellent reputation for supporting children
with special educational needs. Experience of teaching children with dyslexia, mild autism, ADHD etc. would be very
good prior experience for a teacher wishing to join our team.
