The achool health services meintain a supply of common over
the counter medicines to provide symptom relief for minor
imjuries and illnesses. These medicines are only given when
it iz deemed necessary by the school nurse or delezated staff
memiber, usually in consultation with the child's parent carer
where possible. if & child is given medicine from the school
clinic, they will be given a clinic treatment note to bring homs,
completed by the nurse indicating the type of medicine and
the time at which it was given. A record will elso be entered
onto the SIMS database.

Children showld not bring medication 1o school and take it
without edult supervision. The school policy reguires the
nurse or delegated staff member in her absence to only give
medicines where it iz dear that they will provide refief of
minor symptoms associsted with common illnesses, pain or
fever control. On the understanding that it iz not always sasy
or necessary to contact parents or guardians, we will not
abways ask for permission before giving medication for pain
relief or fever. However, if parents do not wish any medication
to be administered to their child in this wey, or there i a
reason why your child should not be given & particular type
of medicine (e.g. an sllengy], this should be indicated on the
medical update form that is completed on entry and updated
annually.

They can retumn to
school when they have besn fever free [(without fever
relieving medications) for at keast 24 hours

=  They have a persistent cough, heavy cold symptoms, or
ancther common but contagious llness.

= Youwr child has had any episodes of vomiting/ diarrhoea
in the previous 12-24 hours.
