INFORMATION & REMINDERS 


	English: Grammar and sentence structure continues to be a focus in our English and SPAG ( Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar ) lessons. 

In addition to this, after the holiday, English will focus on enabling the children to select and use appropriate grammar and vocabulary specific to their audience. Children will begin to understand how such language choices can change and enhance meaning. 

In conjunction with this, we will continue to work on understanding the purpose and content of writing.
	Maths: Having begun the unit on Additive Reasoning children will continue to study this unit of Maths after the holidays. 

Children will cover the following objectives:
• solve problems involving addition, subtraction.
• use estimation to check answers to calculations and
determine, in the context of a problem, an appropriate
degree of accuracy.
• use simple formulae.
• generate and describe linear number sequences.
• express missing number problems algebraically.
These objectives will all be taught in context and where possible linked to our Topic unit of work.
