provision of services of online/offline GL assessment which is an assessment of knowledge
level (hereinafter — “Services”).

This public offer is deemed to be an official document and published in an official web site of

In case of payment for the Services, a legal entity or individual thereby confirms the acceptance
of the terms of the Offer in full and unconditionally, without any exceptions and/or limitations
and becomes a Customer. The Offer accepted by the Customer shall be treated as a bilateral
written contract between the Contractor and Customer executed for the provision of Services
(hereinafter — “Contract”) under the conditions described below in this Offer.

The Contract does not require either Contractor or Customer’s signature and/or seal and
remains in full force and effect.

In connection with the above, the Customer must carefully read the text of this Offer and in
case of disagreement with the terms and conditions to refuse to enter into the Contract and
use the Services.

Pursuant to the terms of the Contract, the Contractor provides services for organizing and
conducting services of GL assessment, and the Customer undertakes to pay for the provided
Services in accordance with the terms of the Contract.

The Contractor may unilaterally change the conditions of this Offer, without receiving the
Customer’s prior consent provided that the updated conditions are posted at the web-site of
the Contractor not later than one day before they become effective.

The Customer hereby explicitly and unambiguously agrees to the collection, processing, use,
storage and transfer, as well as cross-border transfer to third parties, in electronic or other
form, of the Customer’s personal data for the exclusive purpose of provision of Services as
described herein by the Contractor in accordance with the legislation of Uzbekistan. The
Customer understands that the collected personal data will be held only as long as is
necessary to provide Services to the Customer by the Contractor.

Rights and Obligations of the Parties

3.1.1. To organize and ensure the proper provision of Services in a due manner in accordance
with this Offer and legislation of Uzbekistan;

3.1.2. Use all personal and confidential information of the Customer only for the provision of
Services.

3.2. The Customer is obliged:
3.2.1. To pay in full and in time the cost of Services under the terms given in this Offer;

3.2.2. To provide the Contractor with all documents and information required to the latter to
provide the Services in a due manner.

3.2.3.To comply with the Contractor’s requirements, rules and other terms of Service provision;
3.3. The Contractor is entitled to:

3.3.1.Unilaterally determine the cost for the provision of Services and amend the provisions of
this Offer;

3.3.2.Use the services of any individual or legal entity for timely and quality performance of
obligations under the Contract. Independently determine the composition of the personnel
to provide the Services;

3.3.3.Demand the payment for the Services in accordance with the terms of this Offer and
legislation of Uzbekistan;

3.3.4.Refuse to provide Services to the Customer in case of non-payment (partial payment) for
the Services within the established terms.

3.3.5.Receive from the Customer documents and information necessary to perform its
obligations under the Contract. In case of incorrect or incomplete information provided by
the Customer, the Contractor has a right to suspend the performance of its obligations
under the Contract before providing the necessary information.

3.4. The Customer is entitled to require the Contractor to provide information about the organization
and proper provision of the Services.

Cost of Services and payment procedure

4.1. Payment for the Services under the Contract shall be made by 100% prepayment of the
Services cost by the Customer.

4.2. The Services cost is equal to 550 000 (five hundred fifty thousand) Uzbek Soums (UZS).
4.3. Payment is made on the basis of 100% prepayment.

4.4. In case of early termination of the Contract at the initiative of the Customer, the money paid by
him/her as payment for the Services provision is not refundable.

Refusal from the services provision shall be sent by the Customer to the Contractor’s e-mail
address. In this case, the Contractor shall have the right to verify the intention of the Customer
to terminate the Contract by contacting him/her by telephone or other means.

Payments are made in a cash or non-cash form in UZS. The payments are made by transfer
of funds to the current account specified by the Contractor. The obligations of the Customer to
pay are deemed to be fulfilled on the date of crediting the funds to the current account of
Contractor.

The absence of the Customer’s child at GL assessment is not a reason to return the money to
him/her.

Force majeure

Parties are not responsible for the partial or complete failure to fulfill obligations under the
Contract caused by force majeure circumstances (force majeure) that emerged after the
conclusion of the Contract, which neither party could either foresee or prevent through
reasonable measures.

Examples of extraordinary events (force majeure) include the natural and industrial disasters,
fires, floods, other natural disasters, war and civil disturbance, acts of terrorism, pandemic.

Upon the occurrence and termination of circumstances referred in paragraph 5.2 of the
Contract, the party wishing to be excused from liability immediately, but not later than 6 (six)
calendar days shall notify the other party. Late notification of force majeure circumstances
deprives the Party of the right to be excused from liability under the Contract due to the
specified circumstances.

In the case referred to in paragraph 5.2 of the Contract, the term of the parties’ obligations
under the Contract is transferred to the time of force majeure, as well as the time required for
the elimination of their consequences.

In the event of force majeure continue for more than 3 (three) months, or if, upon their
occurrence, it becomes obvious to both parties that they will be in effect for more than this
period, the parties will discuss the possibility of alternative ways of execution of the Contract
or its termination without compensation for damages.

Responsibilities of the Parties

shall be liable in accordance with the legislation of Uzbekistan.

The Customer fully incurs responsibility for the state of his/her and his/her child’s health and
agrees that he/she has no right to demand any compensation for material and health damage
from the Contractor, unless otherwise is provided by the legislation of Uzbekistan.

The Contractor shall not be responsible for technical inconvenience caused by seasonal,
preventive and emergency works of utility providers.

The parties agree that the Contractor does not guarantee any financial or other results from
the use by the Customer in his activities of purchased from the Customer services.



7. Dispute Settlement and applicable legislation

7.1. Claims and disputes relating to the implementation of the Contract will be resolved by the
parties through negotiations and consultations.

7.2. If the parties fail to come to an agreement, then all disputes that may arise under the Contract
shall be settled by courts of Uzbekistan in accordance with the legislation of Uzbekistan.

8. Miscellaneous

8.1. The Contract shall become valid upon its unconditional acceptance by the Customer and shall
remain in effect until the parties perform their obligations in full.
