Primary

Our Primary curriculum is designed
to provide the highest academic
quality of education.

Pupils will be taught Art, Music,
Drama, PE and Mandarin by
specialist teachers throughout
Primary School, and Spanish will be
offered from Year 5 upwards.

We have an holistic approach to
each child’s education to ensure
that we are producing well rounded
children who are responsible
citizens, showing respect and
making an effective contribution to
society.

Secondary

In Key Stage Three, Year 7 -9
students follow the English
National Curriculum. Class teachers
tailor their subjects to take into
account the student population
and the local environment as well
as fostering the skills needed to
develop global citizens.

The Curriculum is designed so that
students are able to develop skills
and knowledge in a wide range of
subject areas. The school sets itself
high academic standards and has a
strong commitment to the delivery
of a broad, differentiated and
balanced curriculum.

In Key Stage Three, students study
the following subjects:

Art & Design, Computing, Drama,
English, English as an Additional
