	Text2: Spring 2
	Text3: This term the students will be learning the text Fantastic Mr Fox and will be using it to create their own wanted posters, and newspaper articles looking at different features and the use of alliteration. 

We will be focusing on the use of descriptive language whilst reinforcing accurate use of punctuation. 






	Text4: Students will be looking at Geometry and focusing on the properties of a variety of  3D shapes. 
Students will also be looking at measures including length, height, volume and capacity.  

We will continue to work on multiplication and related division facts and use a variety of problem solving techniques. 

 
	Text6: Our humanities topic will continue with the theme of Fantastic Mr Fox where the students will be gaining knowledge about foxes in many different ways leading up to creating a report. 

In art, children will be developing and sharing their ideas , experiences and imagination through exploring creating a clay structure and evaluating it's innovativeness. The children will also look at the style Fauvism to create fox pictures exploring bright colours. 

In Music, pupils will be continuing to  develop basic keyboard skills by learning how to play simple melodies on the keyboards. Pupils will also be learning basic treble clef notation and how to read this.
	Text5: In science this term the children will be learning to work scientifically and learning how to make a fair test. 

They will continue carrying out experiments
which will enable students to predict, suggest the answer to a question by making observations, and collect results to help them record the answers to scientific questions. 

In Computing, the children will be learning how to improve their typing skills. They will also use technology to create mind maps about what they want to research. They will explore how to change the font style, size and colour of a Microsoft Word document and then transfer these skills in order to create a PowerPoint presentation.
