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Our novel for English this half term is Swallows and
Amazons, by Arthur Ransome which links nicely to our
Humanities topic, Maps and Mapping.

We will be using the novel and extracts fromitas a
stimulus for our writing over the next few weeks. We
will also be making comparisons between the film and
book version, finding similarities and differences and
discussing the effectiveness of these.

Students will immerse themselves in the text through
drama and characterisation activities, developing their
knowledge of the characters and understanding of the
text.

We will analyse and discuss the effectiveness of the
author's choice of language and writing techniques.
Students will then apply these skills and techniques in
their own writing.
