1.  Do you have a boarding house for Summer School students? 

 - Unfortunately we are unable to provide boarding for our Summer School 

experience this year. 

 

 

2.     How can know the size of the t-shirt for my child? 

 - Please check how many inches from armpit to armpit for school experience this 

year.  The chest size of your son/daughter’s t-shirt (from armpit to armpit - not 

around the body).  Alternatively please come and see a selection of samples and 

try them on at our finance office in the Early Primary building. 

 

 

3.    When I can pay? 

 -    After parents complete the summer application form and return it to Ms. Asma, the Summer School liaison 

(asma.farooqui@regents-pattaya.co.th) your son/daughter will be registered on our Summer School 

system.  Approximately 3 days after we receive the application form the finance department will send an invoice to you 

to confirm registration.  The payment deadline is June 24, 2016. Unfortunately if you pay after this date we cannot 

guarantee that your son/daughter will receive a place on our Summer School program as places fill very quickly.   

 

 After you send you proof of payment to Ms. Asma and finance, you will receive the welcome letter from our Summer 

School Coordinator giving further information about Summer School. 

 

 

4.     When will the school bus pick up and drop off my son/daughter? 

- Ms. Asma will inform you by e-mail to inform you about pick up and drop off times 1 week in advance. On the first 

day of Summer School the bus may be a little late or arrive early (around 5-10 minutes).   

- Pick up and drop off times. On the first day of Summer School the bus may be a little 

- e late or arrive early (around 5 minutes).   

- Pick up: if buses arrive but a student is not present for pick up they will wait approximately 5 minutes then they will 

leave. Regrettably parents will then need to send students using their own transport. 

- Drop off: If no parent or guardian is present when a school bus drops off a student then they will also wait 

approximately 5 minutes after which they will return the student to school.  Parents will then be responsible for picking 

up their son/daughter from school by themselves.
