Throughout the term, the students will then complete
different genres of writing linked to the text,
specifically persuasive writing, non-chronological
texts, diaries and narrative writing.

The students will write persuasive pieces about
deforestation and animal rights. They will write diaries,
showing empathy and understanding of the text and
the main characters experiences.

They will finish the text off by writing their own
narrative.

@ Humanities and the Arts

Our topic this half term is 'Rainforests of the World'.

H Mathematics

There will be a big emphasis this half term on
undertaking investigations in a wide range of
mathematical concepts and developing key skills such
as reasoning, analysing, explaining and many more.
We will spend time revisiting place value; reading,
writing, ordering and comparing numbers up to 10
million; round whole numbers and decimals to
estimate and approximate answers. We will also recap
written methods to solve all four operations and apply
our knowledge when solving multi-step word
problems. The students will develop their algebra skills
by expressing missing number problems algebraically.
Time will be spent calculating the volume of cubes and
cuboids and converting units of measure. In addition
to this we will continue to work on time, comparing
time zones around the world.

Y science

Our topic this half term is 'Living things and their
Habitats'. We will begin identifying different habitats
and their characteristics.

We will find out about the vegetation and wildlife
found in the different environments and begin to
discuss how plants and animals adapt to their
environment.

Throughout the unit, the students will conduct
investigations, analyse data and draw conclusions
from their findings.
