Please read this document carefully.

Traffic safety is a very important part of school life. Our campus is situated in a no through road and therefore we
have to carefully manage the flow of traffic to our site each morning and afternoon so that students and parents
can safely enter and exit. At the beginning of last year we introduced a new traffic flow system which is designed
to achieve this as smoothly as possible. It is also intended that the different types of traffic, four wheeled, two-
wheeled and pedestrian are kept separate to further improve safety.
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We need all of you to help to make this system work. Only if we all work together and cooperate in using this
system can we achieve the best and safest results. Each morning a large number of buses deliver students to
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school and therefore private vehicles must be parked in Jinguang Lu beyond the Baole Lu intersection. This
results in only a short walk for those in private cars. Alternatively your driver can drop you off in the drop off zone
(see plan). Your driver cannot, under any circumstances, park in this area because it would result in a gridlock of

traffic.
