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We follow the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) 
approach from the United Kingdom (UK). This is 
a play-based provision, focusing on developing 
independence and early language and mathematics 
skills. The students direct their own learning under the 
supervision of our skilled Early Years educators. The 
indoor and outdoor classrooms interlink and children 
are allowed to free flow through to activities of their 
choice. There are dedicated and separate outdoor 
play areas for both Early Years 1 and 2. Our Outdoor 
Classroom is a key part of the Early Years offering at 
Compass. The Early Years departments are led by 
experienced and highly skilled UK trained Early Year 
specialists.
Our Primary Curriculum is based upon the highly 
respected International Primary Curriculum (IPC) and 
English National Curriculum for England and Wales 
2014.
Compass International School Doha has been 
awarded accreditation for the International Primary 
Curriculum (IPC), a first for a school in the Middle East. 
Following a rigorous review and accreditation visit, 
Compass International School Doha was awarded the 
accreditation and praised for excellent practice in the 
areas of “international mindedness” and “rigorous 
children’s learning” along with teachers’ “high 
expectations of learning.”
At the end of each academic year, students are assessed 
against key criteria in all subjects. Maths and English 
are assessed using English National Curriculum goals 
and all other subjects are assessed using IPC criteria.

We organise an ‘Entry Point’ at the start of each IPC 
unit followed by an ‘Exit Point’ at the end of that unit. 
The Exit Point might take the form of an exhibition, 
an assembly or an invitation to come into class to see 
what the students have been learning. Parents are 
encouraged to come along to these events and to share 
their children’s learning and excitement.
Languages, Music and PE are taught by specialist 
teachers. At our Rayyan, Gharaffa and Madinat 
Khalifa Campuses, our international students have 
the opportunity to learn French from Year 1 and up. 
Our Themaid Campus offers Arabic as an Additional 
Language for our international students. We offer basic 
Arabic for non-native speakers as an Extra Curricular 
Activity (ECA) and we run the Nederlandse Tael en 
Cultuur lessen (NTC) approved Dutch Language

programme for Dutch first language speakers; at 
Gharaffa Campus for Primary students.
Our collaboration with MIT allows students to 
experience the STEAM (Science, Technology, 
Engineering, Arts, Mathematics) programme, the multi-
disciplinary approach pioneered by MIT.
Our music curriculum has been designed in 
collaboration with the world renowned, Juilliard 
School, and gives a unique opportunity to learn about 
music through iconic works and regular connections 
with practicing musicians.
We offer Arabic Language, Islamic Studies and Qatari 
History taught in Arabic in line with the guidelines from 
the Ministry of Education and Higher Education for 
Qatar. This curriculum slightly reduces the amount of 
IPC and specialist tuition and must be followed by our 
Qatari students.
One of our key priorities is to ensure that all students 
have a strong grasp of the English language as soon as 
possible. We have an active English as an Additional 
Language (EAL) department, who can assist children 
starting with no English at all. We have very close links 
with local providers who can provide after school and 
holiday English classes for children of all ages.

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Secondary Curriculum
In Years 7 to 9, we draw our learning programmes 
from the English National Curriculum, which is 
excellent preparation for the IGCSE course for Year 
10 to 11 (ages 14 to 16).  

The curriculum builds on children's knowledge, 
gives them the tools and confidence to critique 
what they hear and see, and to embark on their 
own learning outside the classroom.

The English National Curriculum encompasses 
English, Maths, Science, History, Geography, 
Information Communication Technology, Music, 
Art and Design, Physical Education and Modern 
Foreign Languages.

We follow the Cambridge and Edexcel IGCSE 
Examination Courses in Years 10 and 11. The 
International General Certificate of Secondary 
Education is an international version of the GCSE 
exams.

These externally assessed examinations test the 
skills of students in all the major subject areas. The 
courses of study are based on a well-structured 
and valued curriculum, which has been developed 
by some of the world’s finest educators. 

The IGCSE exams are built on a number of core 
subjects with all students required to take English, 
mathematics and science. Beyond this, students 
are offered a number of options for additional 
subjects. 

These include: Arabic, Art and Design, Business 
Studies, Dutch, Economics, French, Geography, 
History, ICT, Islamic Studies, Music, Physical 
Education, Psychology, Spanish.

A-Levels
At Compass International School, Themaid 
campus, we are proud to teach both Cambridge 
and Edexcel International AS and A Level 
qualifications. Every year thousands of students 
with International AS & A Levels gain places at 
leading universities worldwide. International AS 
& A Levels are accepted across 195 countries. 
They are valued by top universities around the 
world including those in the UK, US (including Ivy 
League universities), Europe, Australia, Canada 
and New Zealand. Students can be confident that 
their International AS & A Level qualifications are 
accepted as equivalent, grade for grade, to UK AS & 
A Levels by leading universities worldwide.

The reasons a student chooses to opt for a subject 
at AS or A Level should be a deep interest in the 
subject and maybe a need to study the subject for 
entry to their chosen university and degree course. 

Our Themaid campus offers a wide range of AS 
and A Level courses from Physics to Economics to 
English literature, amongst many others. Our staff 
are very happy to discuss AS and A Level courses 
with students and their parents and to advise on 
University entrance. Students will normally choose 
to study four or five AS Levels in year 12, with the 
examination for these subjects taking place at the 
end of year 12. Students may then wish to continue 
with all or some of these courses in year 13 to 
complete the full A Level course.

School-supported self-taught (SSST) is at an 
additional cost. Parents must organise and pay for 
own tutor. If a student opts to choose SSST (which is 
a SL Literature Course) they do not choose a subject 
from Block 2.

In Years 12 and 13 (ages 16 and above) at our 
Madinat Khalifa Campus, students may apply 
to study for the International Baccalaureate 
(IB) Diploma Programme. This two-year course 
is a balanced academic programme, building 
confidence and leadership as well as broadening 
the students’ understanding of world cultures.

The IB Diploma Programme presents a variety of 
challenges for the student. For the full diploma, 
students must study six subjects, complete an 
Extended Essay, complete the Creativity, Activity, 
Service (CAS) section, and study a “Theory of 
Knowledge” course which promotes critical 
thinking and analysis. This globally recognised 
course prepares students for entry to the world’s 
finest universities.

As well as the six subject groups, the IB requires 
students to complete an Extended Essay.  Students 
must research a topic of their choice and write 
an essay of up to 4,000 words that demonstrates 
writing proficiency and independent thought.

The CAS section requires students to complete 8 
learning outcomes, re-enforcing their feeling of 
responsibility to a wider community and fostering 
empathy, collaboration and compassion.

The Theory of Knowledge course challenges 
students to look at how and why knowledge is 
gained, bolstering their critical thinking abilities 
and enabling them to analyse and reflect on 
situations in all areas of life.

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At Compass International School Doha, we offer 
French from Year 1 through to IBDP and Spanish 
from Year 7 to IB for international students at 
Rayyan, Gharaffa and Madinat Khalifa Campuses. 

At our Rayyan Campus, we run a French/English 
Bilingual Programme in Years 1 to 6, where 
children are taught the core subjects in dual 
language French and English. They follow the 
same IPC curriculum as their peers with the added 
language dimension and additional intensive 
French lessons to boost their skills.

At our Themaid Campus, we offer Arabic language 
for both native and non-native speakers.

Qatari Nationals and other native Arabic speakers 
study Arabic in line with the Ministry of Education 
and Higher Education guidelines.

Our Dutch and Belgian population are able to 
follow the fully accredited LanguageOne Dutch 
Programme, offered at our Gharaffa Campus for 
Primary. We also offer the Dutch language and 
culture as an extra-curricular option as part of 
the LanguageOne Programme for all native Dutch 
speakers. 

Physical Education
Our Physical Education (PE) and Sports 
programmes are an important and compulsory 
part of our curriculum and include games, netball, 
football, basketball, gymnastics, athletics, dance 
and swimming amongst others. 

We have our own specialist teachers and coaches 
for sport and swimming alongside specialist 
coaches from our local partner organisations to 
lead lessons. Teachers will be in touch with further 
details about which day students will need kit / 
costumes for their PE and swim days so please 
make sure that the relevant kit / costume is in 
school on the right day. We will be entering squads 
into local and regional competitions and we are 
often invited to send teams to competitions.

Languages

Music
In Primary, students have weekly Music lessons 
and the opportunity to take part in musical 
activities as part of their IPC units. In addition, 
students following the International Curriculum 
stream may have additional music lessons. We 
follow the prestigious music curriculum from The 
Juilliard School.

In Secondary, students in Years 7 to 9 have weekly 
class-based music lessons. From Year 10 onward, 
music is an optional subject.  All students can 
choose to take up a musical instrument and 
enjoy private music tuition as a paid after-school 
activity. Please contact the school office for more 
information.

There are numerous after school musical activities, 
termly concerts and an annual school productions. 
Our students attend concerts and enjoy visits 
from The Juilliard School Curriculum Specialists 
throughout the year. 
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The Duke of Edinburgh’s International Award is the 
world’s leading youth achievement award, operating 
in over 140 countries and territories around the globe. 
The names of individual operating authorities often 
differ from nation to nation, but the Award and its 
unique reputation with employers, policy makers and 
leaders in society remain unchanged and consistent. 

To date, over 8 million young people have started 
their Award and begun their journey to a brighter 
future. The Award is available to all young people 
aged 14 to 24. It is voluntary, non-competitive, 
enjoyable and balanced, and requires sustained effort 
over time. The Award encourages young people to 
design their own programme of activities, set their 
own goals and challenge themselves to achieve their 
aims.

There are three levels to the awards, Bronze, 
Silver and Gold. Each level of the Award has four 
sections, these include: community service, physical 
recreation, skills development, the adventurous 
journey and a residential project.

At Madinat Khalifa, 2018/19 was a successful year for 
the Duke of Edinburgh’s International Award with 49 
students receiving an Award. 33 students received the 
Bronze Award, 16 students received their Silver Award 
and six students took part in the Gold Award for the 
first time. 

The Duke of Edinburgh’s International Award will be 
open for new registration for the Bronze, Silver and 
Gold Level in September 2019 at both Themaid and 
Madinat Khalifa Campuses and offered as a weekly 
Extra-Curricular Activity (ECA).

Global  Campus

Our Global Campus will give your child access to 
explore the world through our safe, online, in school 
and international experiences.

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Early Years students should be escorted to their 
classroom for drop off.

Year 1 to Year 6 students assemble in the 
playground and will be escorted to their classroom 
by their class teacher.

Years 7 to 11 students must wait under the 
outside covered area until school starts at 7.15, 
then students must go to their Form classroom 
for registration. International Baccalaureate (IB) 
students may go directly to the IB suite when they 
arrive at school.

Gharaffa  Campus
Please use the main front entrance for drop off. 

Please use the ‘safe bay’ between the two lines 
of traffic, so children can disembark from their 
vehicles into a traffic-free zone. Only school buses 
can park in the area next to the school perimeter 
wall. Children should not be leaving the school 
premises without an adult. Security have been 
instructed to stop any unaccompanied children 
from leaving the school site.

Parking areas are situated at the front, side and 
rear of the school. 

Madinat Khalifa Campus
Front Entrance 
Before and after school - This is the drop off point 
for cars and pedestrian access only into our school 
grounds. Buses do not use this entrance.

Side Entrance
Access for vehicles only, NO pedestrian access.

Before school - This is a drop-off zone for cars 
and school buses. Vehicles enter through the gate 
into the layby, drop-off and then exit through the 
second gate. Cars cannot be left unattended in this 
area.

After school - Only school buses use this entrance, 
cars are not allowed to drive through. Parents or 
drivers need to park and enter the school on foot 
through the front entrance.

Parents who wish to park and bring their child into 
school can use the front or rear entrance.

There is also a ‘drop off’ system at the back gate for 
parents or drivers who wish to drop their children 
off at the gate and go.

Please help us to keep your child safe by following 
the instructions of our security team who do a 
wonderful job organising the parking at the start 
and end of the day.

Themaid Campus
There will be a one way drop off system in place for 
parents who want to drop or collect their children 
quickly and go. After school, drivers may use the 
pick-up lane once the children are outside. If you 
would like to come into school, you must park 
outside the gates. 

Early Years - Classes start at 7.20 am. Parents may 
take the children directly to class at 7.10 am. 
Classes finish at 1.20 pm and children should be 
collected from class by an adult. 

Primary - Before 7.15 am, primary students should 
go to the library, then proceed to class at 7.15 am. 
Primary students will be dismissed from the 
classroom. Parents who arrive early should wait in 
Reception until 1.30 pm when classes finish. Late 
children will wait in the library. 

Secondary - Students arriving before 7.15 am 
should make their way to the canteen, then use the 
stairs to go to class at 7.10 am. They will leave from 
the canteen door at 1.30pm and should be off site 
by 1.40 pm latest. 

No taxis are allowed on site and all drivers must 
have an ID. If you make alternative arrangements 
for your child to be collected by another parent, 
you must inform the school beforehand. If you 
have any issues with transport, please contact 
main reception.

If the 
student is doing an ECA, the latest pick up time is 
14.40.

At Themaid, parents must sign a permission form 
to allow their children to leave the site at the end 
of the day.

All Primary Class teachers will escort their class out 
of the classroom at 13.30. Parents should collect 
their child from the class room. Primary students 
will not be allowed to leave the school campus 
without the supervision of an adult or designated 
older sibling.

Please be advised that parents are responsible for 
the supervision of their children after dismissal at 
13.30, unless they are attending an ECA. The latest 
a student can stay after school, if not attending an 
ECA, is 13.40.  If the student is attending an ECA, 
the latest pick up time is 14.40.

School finishes at 13.20 for Early Years, 13.30 for 
Years 1 to 11 and 14.30 for our IBDP students. It is 
very important that your child is collected on time. 
Students should only be in school after 13.30 if 
they are attending an ECA and then they need to 
be collected on time at 14.30. Students may not 
stay in school while their sibling is attending an 
ECA. Arrangements must be made for all children 
to be collected at the correct time.

Finishing Times We have two break sessions per day, these are supervised 
by our duty staff. At Gharaffa, Madinat Khalifa and 
Rayyan, please bring a healthy snack and lunch to 
school. At Themaid there is a school cafeteria serving 
healthy snacks, meals and drinks. Alternatively students 
can bring their own a healthy snack and lunch to school. 
We operate a strict NUT FREE Policy. Please do not pack 
any glass containers or bottles as these could break and 
cause an injury.
Please ensure that your child’s lunch box is kept cool 
with an ice pack and that the box is clearly labeled with 
their name. If your child has forgotten their lunch, please 
deliver it to the School Reception and it will be sent to 
your child’s class. It is essential that a clean, re-fillable 
water bottle be sent every day. Water bottles can be 
replenished at school.
During outdoor recreation, sport or learning activities, 
we expect students to wear school hats and we operate a 
strict “No Hat, No Play” Policy when PE, break and sport 
permits. Students without hats will be asked to sit under 
the shade during Break. 

Breaks, Snacks and Lunch

4. All  You Need to Know (cont.)

A wide range of afterschool Extra-curricular Activites 
(ECA) are offered each term including football, arts and 
crafts, music, fencing, chess, sailing, basketball, golf, 
horse riding, cricket, tag rugby, funky fitness, taekwondo, 
swimming squads and splash time, Lego, choir, 
dodgeball, maths catch up, Islamic Studies, French Club, 
Spanish Club, Danish Club, Story Club, Mad Science etc.
Our on-site ECA clubs run from 13.30 until 14.30. They 
are available to book within the first week of each term. 
Details will be communicated to parents at the start of 
each term. If the child is picked up late for a maximum 
of three times, the student will be removed from the 
scheduled ECA.
Places are offered on a ‘first come, first served’ basis and 
we will operate a wait list for the more popular clubs. We 
cannot guarantee your child a place on a particular ECA. 
However, we will try to ensure that everyone gets the 
opportunity to experience every activity they wish to, at 
some point in the school year.
Most of our activities are complimentary except where 
an external provider is contracted for activities such 
as fencing, golf, judo, taekwondo, sailing or musical 
instrument tuition. The additional charge will be paid 
directly to the supplier.

Extra-Curricular Activities
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Early Years and Primary 
For Early Years, Years 1 and 2, the school will 
provide stationery equipment for students. From 
Years 3 to 6, students will be expected to bring their 
own stationery equipment to school to encourage 
independence and organisational skills.
They will need the following:

Equipment will need to be replaced as and when 
needed. Please remember to label your stationery 
with permanent marker pen.

Your child is expected to come to school equipped 
and ready to learn.  As an absolute minimum they 
must come with the following:

Blue or black pens for normal writing
Other coloured pens for emphasis 
Pencils (HB and 2B pencil is a good mix)
Pencil sharpener

Ruler

Your child will find they get more out of their 
lessons if they get used to carrying and using a 
wider range of tools to help them learn. We would 
suggest that they may find the following useful:

Scientific calculator (Casio fx-83 recommended 
for Years 7-11)
Highlighters (at least three different colours)
Coloured pencils  
USB memory stick (4Gb or more)

Correcting fluids are not allowed in school.

At Madinat Khalifa, Years 1 to 6 wear their  PE kit to 
school for PE lessons and remain in kits all day.

Students may come to school with their swimming 
suit underneath their uniform when they have 
swimming lessons at 7.30am.

Years 7 to 11 
Black, flat, formal shoes (no trainers, plimsolls, 
basketball shoes, sandals, open-toed shoes or 
high heels, please). If you wear alternative shoes 
for medical reasons, you must provide a medical 
note to our School Nurse. Permission from your 
parents is not sufficient, a formal medical note is 
required.

Smart, tailored grey trousers/shorts/skirts. Skirts 
should be worn as designed, to knee length or 
longer and not rolled-up or otherwise shortened. 
Leggings, cropped or tight fitted trousers and 
jeans of any kind are not allowed.

Formal blue shirt or blouse with the school logo.

Official school jumper is the only approved 
outwear for cooler weather. Students are 
not allowed to wear heavily patterned coats, 
informal coats or alternate hooded sweatshirts.

T-shirts and other underwear worn under school 
shirts and blouses should be plain white, and 
tucked into, skirts or trousers.

Navy blue school cap with logo. Branded sports 
caps or those of an alternative colour are not 
allowed, nor should they be brought to school.

Absences
Please contact the relevant school office: Gharaffa: 
(+974) 4034 9666, Rayyan: (+974) 4034 9777, Madinat 
Khalifa: (+974) 4034 9888, Themaid: (+974) 4034 6800, 
as soon as you can, if your child is unexpectedly absent 
from school due to illness or other unplanned events. If 
your child is absent due to illness, please send a note or 
medical certificate once they return to school. 
Absences should be explained so that the follow up 
procedures can take place. Good attendance and time 
keeping leads to high achievement. 
If your child is absent for a planned event, please write 
in advance to the Head of School or Campus, so that 
they are aware and can follow the necessary procedures. 
Taking students out of school during term-time is highly 
discouraged. 

Punctuality
Students are expected and required to arrive on time 
for registration and lessons, and we ask that you ensure 
they arrive and are collected in good time. If your child 
arrives at school after registration, they will be required 
to go to the school reception desk before class to sign 
the ‘Late Book.’ Parents are expected to do this for the 
younger students.

Leaving Early for Medical or Appointments
If your child is required to leave school early for essential 
appointments, we would ask that you follow the 
procedures outlined below:

Please inform the class teacher in advance by 
telephone, email or in person.

Report to the school reception when you come to 
collect your child and sign the log out book. You will 
receive an Exit Pass, which should be handed into the 
Security Office, at the main gate, upon departure.

Regular Emails and Class Dojo
We use our Communication Diaries and email as the 
preferred method of communication. Your child’s class 
teacher will be in touch regularly via email. Whole school 
communication, will be sent by the school secretary 
using our iSAMS (school database) email system.
Our Class Dojo system is used throughout our Primary 
schools to communicate what our students are doing in 
class during the day via Class Story.

Parent meetings are held termly throughout the year. We 
also provide two interim and one full end of year written 
report.

The School Folder is for school letters, documents, 
homework or reading books. Please check the folder 
daily and ensure that the Communications Book is 
placed in the folder every day.

Homework
Homework is a valued part of the learning experience. 
It encourages children to think about what they 
have learned at their own pace, and to absorb it 
by completing exercises and tasks that apply this 
knowledge. It prompts them to think independently, 
and to build an understanding of how to adapt 
knowledge to other subjects and situations. It also 
helps to develop a solid work ethic, which will serve 
them well in later life.

Please check your child’s learning diary to see what 
homework has been set. In the Secondary School, we 
use an on-line system called “Show My Homework” 
and, for the IB Diploma Programme students, we use 
Managebac.

Notice Boards
The school notice boards are situated outside the main 
front gate and, in some cases, in the pick up areas. 
Please keep an eye on the boards for general school 
information and upcoming events. 

Newsletters
We send out regular newsletters to all four of our 
campuses. These newsletters include whole school 
news, information on events, important reminders 
as well as highlighting our whole school or individual 
achievements.

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Drama

Transferring or Withdrawing
As soon as you are aware that you will be leaving 
Qatar and wish to withdraw your child from Compass 
International School Doha, please contact our 
Admissions Office. You are required to complete a 
Withdrawal Form, so that we can make the necessary 
arrangements and inform the Ministry of Education 
(MOE). Contractual obligations will be overseen by 
our Finance Office.
Students who wish to transfer to one of our other 
campuses are required to submit a Transfer Request 
Form, available from our Admissions Office. Please 
note, whilst we will try to accommodate your 
request, it may not always be possible due to 
availability.
Please be advised that at the end of Year 6, 
acceptance into our Secondary Schools at Madinat 
Khalifa and Themaid is not guaranteed. Students 
will be required to meet the right academic level 
and adherence to our Behaviour Policy in order for 
them to access the secondary curriculum. Whilst 
almost all of our students will successfully meet 
these academic standards, those requiring specialist 
support may not be suited to the high standards 
required by Compass International School Doha 
Secondary School.

Lost Property
If a pupil finds something that someone has lost, 
please hand it into the Reception. If a pupil has lost 
something, they should inform their class teacher 
and check with reception. Items that have the 
owners name clearly labelled are easy to return. 
Please make sure you label all belongings.

Health and Safety
Each campus has a ‘First Aid Unit’ with full-time, 
qualified nurse on hand should your child require 
medical assistance. 
The School Nurse visit classes throughout the year to 
speak about health issues and we invite local nursing 
students to come in to run health day activities and 
promotions. A qualified first aider is in attendance 
during school trips.
Parents will receive a Health Form as part of the 
admissions process. Please ensure that this is 
completed and returned to the school office before 
the start of the school year.  Please also ensure that 
we have a copy of your child’s health and vaccination 
records.
If your child visits the nurse during the school day 
and receives treatment, you will receive a call from 
the nurse to inform you and their visit and treatment 
will be recorded on our health and safety system. 
For students who are too unwell to stay at school, 
parents will receive a phone call from either the 
nurse or the school secretary. Your child will remain 
in bed in the nurses’ office until you are able to 
collect them. If for any reason your child meets 
with a medical emergency that requires treatment, 
which the school nurse cannot provide, you will be 
contacted immediately and informed which hospital 
your child has been taken to. The school’s hospital 
link is the Hamad Hospital.
Please do not send your child to school if they are 
unwell or have been given fever reducing medication.

Please notify the school immediately of any changes 
to your address, passport and/or Qatar ID, telephone 
number and email. It is essential that we have 
updated emergency contacts for your child. As our 
main direct communication with you is via email, 
please ensure that you inform the school office of 
your preferred email contact details for all school 
communication.
