Students in China have the
opportunity to participate in a 5 -day jungle trek in Southern China, which includes
overnight stays in self-made canopy tents hung between bamboo.

After a day of cultural immersion, students will participate in local sustainable
development projects such as working in local primary schools and children’s centres
to construction programmes in local villages. Students then have the opportunity to
go on an educational Safari through the Tarangire National Park, learning about the
region’s diverse flora and fauna.

In the run up to the expedition, our students are responsible for fundraising for the
service work they carry out on their expedition, giving them ownership of the project
as well as developing money management skills.
