	Text2: Summer 1
	Text3:  In English we will focus on reading, writing, speaking and listening skills. We will encompass a thematic approach to our curriculum and have a variety of opportunities for students to develop and exhibit skills in the four areas. We will have a dinosaur log book detailing changes taking place to a dinosaur egg. We will write a letter to the National History Museum detailing the changes in the egg. We will look at and analyse dinosaur poetry. We will go on a dinosaur adventure using a time machine and ask questions about the past. This will then lead onto us writing a list of things we might need to take with us. We will investigate information texts and collect information from stories and other sources. We will present our favourite dinosaurs and read a variety of dinosaur themed stories.
	Text4: In Maths, we will compare, describe and solve practical problems for weight, whilst measuring and recording in non-standard and standard units. We will consolidate counting to and across 100, forwards and backwards, starting from any given number. We will practise reading and writing numbers to 100 in numerals and words, and reinforce counting in multiples of 2s, 5s and 10s to 100. We will also use our knowledge of number bonds to 20 to read, write and interpret mathematical statements involving the appropriate mathematical signs. Building on this, we will solve one-step problems that involve addition, subtraction, multiplication and division, using concrete objects and pictorial representations. We will double one digit numbers and quantities and find half a length, quantity or set of objects or shapes. 
	Text6: During the term we will compare dinosaurs to the animals of today. We will look at a dinosaurs habitat and diet and compare these to animals which are direct descendants such as birds and reptiles. Using a map, we will look at where in the world dinosaurs lived. We will learn about the Mesozoic Era and how long ago dinosaurs lived. We will compare and contrast herbivore and carnivore dinosaurs. We will look at palaeontology and discover what they found out about dinosaur fossils. We will observe changes to a dinosaur egg and record results. We will use modelling materials to construct with a purpose in mind. We will select tools and techniques to help us join and assemble the materials we are using. We will make dinosaur tracks using paint. We will use salt dough to make dinosaur bones and fossils. We will sketch a dinosaur using a range of shapes and lines.
	Text5: Over the next half term, encompassing our themed approach to the curriculum, the students will work on learning the following skills in Science:
• Observe closely
• Use simple equipment
• Accurately record what is seen
• Classify, describe and compare
• Draw and label
• Compare and group.
