2. Applications to drop a subject may only be made using this form. Applications made in any other way will be denied. You must obtain your parents’ permission before submitting an application to drop a subject.

3. The information that you provide on this form will be taken on trust. It will not be checked for accuracy. The responsibility for dropping a subject which you later discover that you need is yours alone.

4. This form is available in Microsoft Word format from https://www.bsk.edu.kw/parent-essentials/letters-and-documents Your completed form must be emailed as a file attachment to Mr Simon Amura at sia@bsk.edu.kw by Thursday 30th January. Any late applications may not be permitted.

5. This form may only be used to apply to drop one subject. Separate applications to drop additional subjects must be made on separate copies of this form and emailed to Mr Simon Amura at the same time as the first application. Permission to drop more than one subject will seldom be approved. If you are applying to drop more than one subject, you should rank the subjects clearly in section C below. Use application number ‘1’ for the subject which you most want to drop, ‘2’ for the subject which you next most want to drop, and so on.

6. Mr Simon Amura will consult with the relevant subject teacher and Subject Component Coordinator. Parents may also wish to meet Mr Simon Amura during the parent consultation session on Wednesday 22 January 2020.

7. Mr Simon Amura is authorised to make the decision to allow or to advise against dropping a subject.

8. By submitting this application, the student agrees to use any released lesson time for supervised silent, personal study in the designated room.
