Application guidelines:

e All activities (free and paid) need to be selected online via CHQ,

e This term we will use a single signup phase which will be open from Friday 9™ April at 16:00 pm to Monday 12
April at 13:30 pm. You will be able to make multiple choices which you then click to submit. Details of this
process are given below under the title: How to select your child’s activities.

e After Monday 12™ April at 13:30 pm, students who have signed up for an activity must commit to it for the
whole of the term. Children will not be allowed to swap activities.

e All choices will be allocated on a first come, first served basis.

e If students are absent from their activity without authorisation on more than one occasion they will be removed
from the activity and their place will be offered to a student on the waiting list.

e Children wishing to take part in paid activities can make payments by transferring money to the school as soon
as the child’s activity is confirmed.
